Regional Electro-Music RULES of PERFORMANCE

All Music Performances will occur on two adjacent stages.  Up to 30 artists from across the United States will perform continuously for up to 33 hours over two days.    There are no breaks and the music, seminars, and other activities will be continuous.

The festival will be held at the Walnut Creek Clubhouse near Parkville, Mo.   The address is:  5502 Clubhouse Cove, Parkville, Mo.  64152.  Please do not call the clubhouse directly – rather, contact the festival chairman at kkissinger@kevinkissinger.com .
The clubhouse provides two main activity spaces: a music area upstairs and a lecture/exhibition space downstairs.

The music area will be divided into adjoining stages and, in the case of back-to-back performances; one act will set up while the other performs.

Because the stages adjoin in view of the audience members,   set up and break down can be very distracting to the audience so it is imperative that loading Artists be as sensitive as possible not to draw focus from who is performing.

1) Artists have 35 minute maximum completely silent load in 
      (Line checks can be accomplished with supplied headphones)
2)  Artists have 45 minute maximum performance

       (including a final sound check, at your discretion)
3)  Artists have 10 minutes maximum complete silent evacuation of the stage
Special Requests
If your act requires more than a 35 minute equipment/set up, let the festival chairman know as soon as possible.
Note that the upstairs performance space has numerous skylights.  If your act includes special lighting and video and you want an after-dark time, please let the festival chairman know as soon as possible.
Be aware that the festival will accommodate as many special requests for additional setup time or after-dark performance slots as possible however it may be impossible to honor every request. 

Important

1) Artists who take longer to load will have time cut off of their performances.

2) Artists who perform too long or take too long to evacuate the stage at the end of their sets result in the next act having time shaved off their set.  Essentially, please be conscious and DON'T shortchange the next performer.

3) An important element of the Electro-music festival is the community spirit and the interaction between artists and guests.  As is customary at past Electro-Music festivals, we ask each performer to spend as much time as possible at the festival (preferably the entire festival).    The clubhouse is somewhat unique in that you can enjoy beverages, snacks, and meals while listening to performances.  We think that everyone will enjoy the relaxed atmosphere.

FEES, MERCHANDISE, and ARTIST COMPENSATION
The fee to attend the Regional electro-music festival is $45 prior to June 1st ($55 after June 1st) and includes three meals.   Soft beverages and snacks will be available for purchase throughout the festival.  All participants are required to purchase a ticket.
You may also bring your own CD’s and other merchandise to sell.  As is done at the main electro-music festival, you set the price for your merchandise and get to keep the money.  We will set up a merchandise/hospitality table.

This will likely run in the red this year and there is no compensation for the artists, unfortunately.
