the patch settings on the nord. By the way do I really always have to change


the pedal mode when loading a patch?











When I first began to patch it I did have the wrong expectations about the


behaviour of sample and hold. 


I tried to input the keyboard gate as the redinput it seemd to be


predictable (and is still) that this note-on is sampled and when the module is


triggered by the logical signal of the pedal it is sent to the ADSRenvelope. 


Yet it doesn´t work like this. And the more I try to isolate the fewer I


understand what it is the gate is doing to the sample and hold. There seems


to be also information about the pitch but probably I´m totally confused....
